To make 
it record keeping easier and more fun, they created this book, originally just for their own use. They have found the 
notes they jot down along the way make it easier to remember details, names and places when they are back home, 
making both photo books, and incorporating what they learned into their novels. Denis writes historical fiction, (he 
calls it Ancestral Fiction) because he uses his ancestors as characters in the novels.
